(1) During dredging work, vessels of over 120 m in length sailing near the work area 
when below time schedule should notify the Hakata Support Work Office (Tel: 092-
262-4621) one hour and fifteen minutes before their sailing.

・Dredging work time (assumption): 7:00~18:00 
(2) Vessels sailing near the work area are requested to remain as far away as possible from the 

fleet of workboats and avoid trying to overtake it.
(3) Vessels sailing near the work area are requested to slow their speed to the extent that does 

not hinder piloting and sail as far as possible from workboats and moored vessels and also
obey any guidance issued by the patrol boats.

(4) The following vessels restricted from passing by other vessels are required to avoid passing 
by them.

Vessels restricted from passing by other vessels

Length of over 120 m and below 200 m

(5) Vessels equipped with VHF are required to listen to channel 16 at all times.
